GP.26.b. A national medication errors reporting system

This network entitled "Réseau Epidémiologique de l'Erreur Médicamenteuse - REEM" was been created by an association of hospital pharmacists in 1998 in order to decrease medication errors which are considered as avoidable. This system collects and analyses incidents involving drugs and reported on a voluntary basis by health care professionals. It alerts health professionals on drug-related problems and carries out a national analysis on causes, latent conditions and contributing factors concerning medication errors. The objective is to promote the culture of patient safety among health care professionals specially improving the drug use process in hospitals.

At the present time this network is integrating a widespread programme entitled "Eviter l'évitable" which will concern all health care processes, not only those where drugs are used.
