ADDITIONAL COMMENTS AND FEEDBACK
Actually, in Greece, there is not a definition on patient safety recognized by an official authority. The Hellenic Society for Quality & Safety in HealthCare (H.S.Q.S.H) acts towards the provision of certain definitions of patient safety, validated in the Greek Health Care System. Only few hospitals have introduced pilot systems for the report and documentation of risks, usually unofficial and for internal purposes.   

The Hellenic Centre for Infectious Diseases Control and Prevention of Diseases (HCIDC) is a large organization funded by the Greek Ministry of Health and Social Solidarity and it is responsible for the surveillance of infectious diseases and chronic diseases. One of its missions is the surveillance of nosocomial infections and the provision of clinical guidelines to health care workers. The HCIDC assesses the prevalence of nosocomial infections, analyzes the data obtained from the Greek hospitals and communicates them to the interested parties. By using the experience of the 2004 Olympic Games, the HCIDC has also developed manuals for the management of critical events, such as plans for emergency, for disasters and for chemical and bioterrorist events that could take place in hospitals and could damage the patients. Several hospitals have a biotechnology department that is responsible for the safety of electric devices.              
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
