All those agencies only partly related to patient safety. We have not in Lithuania state, private or public body/institution which is responsible only for patient safety or health quality. But Accreditation agency is like umbrella institution which collect all data and documents from other control institutions about health care provides or physicians/nurses/medical specialists and due to that allows (licence) or not to start work in health care in Lithuania (licence for all of them is mandatory).

Complaints of patients, adverse events of medical devices must be collected by all HCP and are supervised by Accreditation agency. 

Adverse events of medicines must be collected by all HCP and are supervised by State medicines control agency. 

Health care quality and management are not clear defined and it supervision is doubtful, but partly is on the responsibility of Accreditation agency and Medical audit inspection.
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
