· implementing standards relating to patient safety

This is under development in cooperation with national stakeholders and health care organisations. There is a growing interest among CEOs and alike to manage and measure processes- and outcomes regarding patient safety, but we donnot yet have agreed patient safety indicators at a system- or national level

The medical profession has developed national medical quality registers, sponsord by the government and the county councils.
